Yggdrasil, The World Tree
Directions: Yggdrasil (pronounced: IG-druh-sill) is a giant tree so large that the Vikings believed the whole universe and its 9 worlds all fit somewhere on the tree. Below is a list of the nine worlds, and their inhabitants. Read through them, and then draw what you think Yggdrasil and its 9 worlds would look like on the back of this paper. 
The three worlds in the upper realm, at the top of the tree:

    1. Vanaheim: Realm of the VANIR – the fertility/nature gods
    2. Alfheim: Realm of the LIGHT ELVES
    3. Asgard: Realm of the AESIR – the warrior gods
The four worlds in the middle of the tree:

    4. Nidavellir: Realm of the DWARVES
    5. Midgard (Middle Earth): Realm of HUMANS
    6. Jotunheim (YAH-toon-hime): Realm of the FROST GIANTS
    7. Svartalfheim (SVART-alf-heim): Realm of the DARK ELVES
The two worlds at the bottom of the tree, in the underworld:

    8. Niflheim: Realm of the DEAD
    9. Muspelheim: Realm of fire; FIRE GIANTS
*Also on the tree, to be included on your map:

1. A rainbow bridge (called Bifrost) which connects Midgard to Asgard.

2. Hel, the palace of the dead, in Niflheim.

3. A dragon, called Nidhogg, trapped by the roots of the tree at the bottom.

4. A snake, called Jormungund (pronounced:YOR-mun-gund), so large it wraps itself entirely around the ocean that circles Midgard.

5. A squirrel named Ratatosk hidden somewhere on the tree.

6. A great eagle above the nine worlds, atop the tree.

7. 4 Stags with dewy antlers.

On each world, include the name of the world and the race, and include a small sketch of what you think the inhabitant would look like. Stick figures are allowed!
