Jesus on the elevated status of Poverty & the condemnation of Wealth
After the rich man tells Jesus he is following the commandments:

“One thing you lack. Go, and sell all you own and give to the poor and you will have a treasure in heaven. Then come follow me. But he was downcast by the word and went away grieving. He had many possessions.” (Mark 10:21)

“All these commandments I have observed. What am I missing? Jesus said to him, “If you wish to be perfect, go and sell what belongs to you and give it to the poor, and you will have a treasure in heaven.” (Matthew 19:21)

“How hard it will be for those who have money to enter the kingdom of God!...It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich person to enter the kingdom of God.” (Mark 10:23-25; Matthew 19:24)

“That poor widow threw in more than all who cast money into the treasury. All have thrown in from their abundance. She has thrown in from her poverty, She gave all that she had for living on.” (Mark 12:43)

“He filled the hungry with good foods and sent the rich away empty.” (Luke 1:53)

“And the crowds questioned him [John the Baptist], saying, ‘What should we do then?’ John answered them, saying, ‘One who has two coats should share them with one who has none. One who has meat should share it in the same way.’” (Luke 3:11)

“The spirit of the lord is upon me, through which he anointed me to bring good news to the poor. He sent me to preach release of captives and vision to the blind, to let the downtrodden go free….” (Luke 4:18)

“Blessed are the poor…Blessed are you who are hungry now…Blessed are you when people hate you…But a plague on you the rich, for you have received your consolation. A plague on you who are filled now, for you will hunger.” (Luke 6:20-25)

“From one who takes your coat, do not withhold your shirt. To all who ask you, give what you have. From one who takes what is yours, ask nothing back….when you loan, ask nothing in return.” (Luke 6:29-35)

“Look and guard against every kind of greed. Life is not in the possessions one piles up….So it goes for one who stores up treasures for himself but is not rich before God.” (Luke 12:15-21)

“You cannot serve God and mammon [money]” (Luke 16:13)

“Zakai stood there and said, ‘Lord, I am giving half my possessions to the poor, and if I have cheated anyone I am paying it back four times over.’ And Jesus said to him, ‘Salvation has come to this house today….’” (Luke: 19:8)

“If someone wants to sue you for your shirt, give him your cloak as well….Give to who asks you. And do not turn away one who wants to borrow from you.” (Matthew 5:40-42)
“Freely you have received, freely give. Don’t take gold and silver and copper in your belts, or a bag for the journey or two tunics or sandals or a staff, for the laborer earns his food.” (Matthew 10:9)

“And all that believed were together, and had all things in common; and sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to all men, as every man had need.” (Acts 2:44-45)

“Not one of them claimed sole ownership of property. It was all shared….No one was poor with them.” (Acts 4:32)
